DECLARATION

of the International Civic Initiative for OSCE

Our initiative is created as a civic platform for the OSCE space, called upon developing and promoting a unified process of strengthening security, co-operation and standards in the human dimension in the second decade of the XXI century.

· CONSIDERING that the Organization for Security and Cooperation in Europe and the Helsinki process as a whole require additional support and development, taking into account the uniqueness of this organization and interdependence of its three main components/”baskets” (political-military, economic-environmental, human dimension/human rights);

· WELCOMING a new impulse given by the “Corfu process” to the discussions on the future of European security;

· BEING CONVINCED that the new impulse of the OSCE is impossible without the development of the “third basket” (so-called “human dimension”) in connection with issues of strengthening security, co-operation and confidence in the “greater Europe”.

· BEING CONFIDENT that this objective cannot be met without strengthening the role of civic organizations in all OSCE processes: from local to national to international,

We intend to:

· work on developing a common position of civic organizations of OSCE participating States in the sphere of the human dimension and other aspects of the Helsinki process as a whole;

· promote new international norms and standards, strengthening the existing principles and approaches of the OSCE is the sphere of the human dimension;

· strengthen mutual support in working on these goals in the framework of the OSCE process as well as in other institutions and communities;

· develop recommendations to the OSCE participating States on improving the work of the OSCE and its institutions.
