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INTERNATIONAL CIVIC INITIATIVE FOR OSCE STATEMENT ON THE SITUATION IN KYRGYZSTAN

The International Civic Initiative for OSCE (ICI OSCE), which incorporates leading human rights organizations of Eastern European and Central Asian states, appeals to OSCE Member States to put a special emphasis on the current situation in the Kyrgyz Republic.  Our grave concerns are caused by continuing massive human rights violations, high level of citizens’ mistrust in the institutes of state power, high risk of recrudescence of violence and its possible escalation all over Central Asia.
In this respect, we appeal to:
OSCE structures for:
- Establishment of an independent commission for immediate investigation of the events that occurred in Kyrgyzstan in April-June 2010;

- Assessment of the situation in the country from the point of view of security and preparedness to hold parliamentary elections complying with OSCE standards and make recommendations on its timing expediency;
- Prompt delegation of the monitoring UN Civilian Police Mission for assistance to the law enforcement agencies and enhancement of public confidence in governmental and administrative authorities.  Activities of this mission must be transparent with the results open for the community;
- Public auditing of OSCE militia reforming project in the context of occurred events with its results published in mass media;
- Assessment and intensification of mechanisms available for prevention and prompt OSCE response to similar situations;

- Monitoring of the current situation and elaboration of efficient mechanism to promote security for human rights activists and journalists in Kyrgyzstan; and
- Monitoring of the current situation of refugees and internally displaced persons.
Kyrgyzstan authorities for:
- Promotion of immediate investigation of the events that occurred in Kyrgyzstan in April-June 2010;
- Invitation of independent OSCE mission for assessment of the situation in the context of security and preparedness for parliamentary elections complying with OSCE standards;
- Fulfilment of OSCE recommendations on holding of fair and transparent elections;

- Prompt delegation of the monitoring UN Civilian Police Mission for assistance to the law enforcement agencies and enhancement of public confidence in governmental and administrative authorities contributing to transparent and independent activities of this mission;
- Promotion of security and proper conditions for human rights activists and journalists work in Kyrgyzstan;

- Revival of the activities of governmental institutions to ensure rights, liberties and security of citizens;
- Ensuring of implementation of civilian control over the activities of law enforcement agencies, the Government and decision-making process;
- Prevention of stirring up of ethnic and religious strives and respective conflicts; and
- Ensuring of security and humanitarian relief of refugees and displaced persons.
The International Civic Initiative for OSCE will continue monitoring of the situation evolution in Kyrgyzstan, which can be settled solely through integration of constructive forces and endeavours of all interested parties both locally and internationally in terms of respect for human rights and liberties, rule of law, democratic principles and OSCE obligations in the area of human dimension.
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
