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On May 12, 1976 eleven people founded Moscow Helsinki Group in Moscow.  The Group had become the ancestor of international movement in protection of human rights -  the Helsinki movement. Thirty five years had passed and the movement is active in all countries, governments of which had signed the Helsinki Accords.  It includes groups and organizations that stand for observation of human rights and liberties in their countries in contemporary world.  The principles of Helsinki movement remain unchanged:

· Rule of law;

· Priority of human rights over the government sovereignty;
· Nonviolent resistance to the governmental arbitrariness;

· Glasnost and open-public activities;

· Solidarity;
· Independence from the executive authorities and political creed;
· Human dimension to the security.

The Helsinki movement had made its input into crashing of the totalitarian regimes.  All states that had grown on its ashes had declared the respect to human rights and personal dignity.  The Helsinki Accords from declared paper words had evolved into real obligations that governments are bound to consider, including the position towards the civil society.
Nevertheless, the process is long before its completion.  In many Post-Soviet states situation with the human rights is very dramatic.  It is related to sustainability of the authoritarian practices and signs of the old system getting back.  While combating the terrorism many governments-OSCE participants severely break human rights which make the fight unsuccessful and eternal.  The Helsinki movement considers the security without estrangement from its human dimension. 

Current circumstance of the OSCE and its institutes trigger concerns:  obvious divergence of sharp issues; failure in responding to new challenges, such as wars, interethnic conflicts, mass human rights violations, draw-back from general stress to human dimension; loosing ties with civil society, and exaggerate bureaucracy. 

We invoke the OSCE (its institutes and member-countries) to concentrate its efforts on the freedom of opinion, assembly, association, and movement, observance of other guaranteed by the international treaties obligations of social and civil rights as grounds for  human dimension.  The OSCE is entitled to deal with these issues, because the adopted documents in OSCE State Conference in Moscow in 1991 and in Astana in 2010 declare that observation of human rights in all countries -  members of the Helsinki Accords, is not their internal affairs, rather it should be the subject of direct and legitimate concern of the international community.  
The OSCE institutes need strengthening and a new breath from involving into its activities civil organizations, especially in the post-Soviet area.  International initiatives that had taken over the Helsinki movement and strengthen the international solidarity relay are welcome. Such organizations that cooperate with civil organizations: International Civil Initiative for the OSCE and other joint efforts of the human rights organizations from Russia, Ukraine, Belarus, Moldova, the Central Asia, and South Caucasus.  
 We are ready for joint work in controlling the situation with human rights observance in all OSCE states, for mutual support and joint pressure over national governments and we appeal to create constantly active network of organizations that share the Helsinki Accords principles and preserve the best practices of the Helsinki movement.
